Keynote Presentation: The Impact of Absentee Owners: Aligning Data and Sustainability Programs for Future Success 
The role of the landowner is not necessarily a first-order consideration for ag retail and its channel partners when the players are already working hard to cover 
the acres, services, and inputs demanded by today’s conventional row crop producers. But that landowner has an outsized voice when it comes to production 
practices and the climate and carbon and stewardship programs that drive them. How does the value chain need to think about the potential – and inevitable – 
“ask” absentee landowners and investors are going to make of their farmer tenants? How do we keep a step ahead of the farmer to have the integrated 
production and practices data stack those farmers should already be keeping and may not realize they will need in the coming years? A future in which a 
bushel is defined by more than its test weight is already here, and farmer customers will need more and better tools to navigate the landowner and lease 
relationship as they seek to retain and grow acres.
